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Department of Educational Counseling
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The Department of Counseling Psychology is established to understand theories and
practices about education with counseling and to cultivate teachers and counseling
experts who can prevent problem behaviors of students and understand various
techniques for advice, psychological therapy, behavior change, behavior modification,
decision making, problem solving, and information provision. In particular, the
Department cultivates school counselors who understand school problems by child
and adolescent problems, developmental phenomena, changes in discipline

techniques, and social changes.

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This course is the introduction of counseling. The students will understand, analyze, and
assess not only the basic perspectives about personality and abnormal psychology including
psychological analysis, psychological communication analysis, human-based counseling,
existence analysis, personal construct theory, cognitive emotive therapy, behavior modification
theory, reality therapy, Gestalt therapy, and logotherapy, but also the basic principles,
techniques, and processes about counseling and therapy.
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Extends psychological understanding of personality. Studies concept and structure of
personality for healthy life with others, personality theory, formation and development of
personality, adaptation psychology, healthy personality, and test and evaluation of personality.
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Understands the fundamental counseling techniques necessary for all counseling processes.
In particular, studies theoretical understanding of exploration skills for early counseling stage,
insight skills for middle counseling stage, and practice skills for latter counseling stage.

Exercises repeatedly for getting used to the skills.
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Studles purposes and techniques of diagnosis of very influential factors on human behaviors
and life such as personality, talent, anxiety, defense mechanism, and self-conception.
Understands standardized testings and grading related to the diagnosis.
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This course studies how to apply various theories and knowledge about clinical psychology to
actual clinical cases through understanding clinical interview, psychological tests and
evaluations, psychological therapy, and other factors related to clinical psychology. The students

will diagnosis various mental disorders, and establish plans and goals for interference.
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Studies methods and basic statistic techniques necessary for scientific counseling and
psychological therapy researches.
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Introduces to counselors how to change personal interests, relations, thinking, and behaviors
of clients. Studies not only the concept, meaning, goal, and process of group counseling, but
also the role and techniques of group counselors through practices.
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Understands theories about perception, language, social, emotional, cognitive, personality,

and moral development of human for proper human development.
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Understands career guidance for successful life. Studies career development theories such
as trait theory, decision theory, psychological theory, and development theory. Applies them

to the actual counseling.
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Understands family structures, family functions, and dynamics of relationships and communications between
family members based on the theories about family systems. Studies two—dimensional-change—based

problem solving technigues through theories and practices about family therapy.
